he year 2015-16 has been a momentous one in terms of

CGTMSE's operations and outreach to the MSE Sector. | am

glad to inform that the coverage under Credit Guarantee
Scheme (CGS) has crossed yet another milestone by covering more
than 5 lakh guarantee approvals in FY 2015-16, which is the highest
so far in any single year. The number and amount of cumulative
guarantee approvals, with 23,23,673 guarantees amounting to
%1,08,991crore till the end of FY 2015-16. It has registered a growth
of about 28% and 21% respectively, over the previous Financial
Year. It is also a matter of great pride for CGTMSE that the
cumulative amount of credit guarantees approved by the Trust and
number of loans covered crossed %1,00,000 crore and 2 million
markrespectivelyin FY 2015-16.

The Trust has completed sixteen years of its existence. However, if
one were to assess the impact of the CGTMSE's existence in terms of
creating an enabling environment conducive for germination of
ideas across the range of micro and small enterprises, these sixteen
years assume a special significance. The success of CGTMSE has
paved the way for the Government to identify such areas of socio-
economic importance which need guarantee as a driver of growth.
This has led to the creation of the National Credit Guarantee Trustee
Company Ltd. (NCGTC) and evolution of various other credit
guarantee programmes in the areas of Education Loans, Skill
Development Loans, Factoring, Mudra Loans, Stand-up India Loans,
Start-up India, etc.

During the year, the Trust had the privilege of hosting the 25th Asian
Credit Supplementation Institution Confederation (ACSIC) Training
Programme in India (Mumbai) with the theme titled “Creating a
Sustainable Credit Guarantee Organisation”. The hosting of 25th
ACSIC Training Programme was an intention to study and adopt the
best global practices in credit guarantee organisations and was a
prestigious event for CGTMSE. The CGTMSE also participated in the
28th ACSIC Conference held at Bali, Indonesia during the year and
presented a case study of its experience in India on the main theme
of the conference viz., “Measuring Soundness and Key Performance
Indicators of Guarantee Corporations”. CGTMSE's efforts, inclusive
design of its guarantee products, handling of massive volume,
additionality in terms of access to finance to first generation
entrepreneurs and the socio-economic impact achieved by it in the
16year period, were lauded by its international peers.

A delegation comprising officials from credit guarantee
corporations of Nepal and Egypt visited CGTMSE during the year.
The initiatives taken by CGTMSE in making the CGS sustainable
were explained to the delegates. There were several takeaways for
the delegates during these interactions.

The Trust is committed to make its Credit Guarantee Scheme a long
term sustainable product. Towards this end, the Trusthas initiated a
few risk mitigation measures viz., increase in the risk sharing by its
Member Lending Institutions (MLIs) for bigger size loans,

differential pricing mechanism duly factoring in the asset quality as
recorded by MLIs with CGTMSE as also claim payout ratio and
greater selectivity while registering Regional Rural Banks as MLIs of
the Trust. The Trust also sharpened its inspection, post claim
settlement and monitoring mechanism by carrying out increasing
number of inspections of its MLIs post claim settlement.

CGTMSE, since its inception, has been constantly endeavoring to
increase awareness about the CGS. During FY 2015-16, the Trust
actively participated in the Town Hall/MSME Empowered
Committee Meetings organized by Reserve Bank of India with a
view to disseminate information on developments in CGTMSE to the
participants. CGTMSE, in association with SITI, Bhubaneswar
(SIDBI Training Institute), organized focused Training Programmes
for operating officials of the banks. Further, CGTMSE also
participated in the workshops organized by State Bank of India,
Union Bank of India and Punjab National Bank covering all Zonal
Offices across the country through Video Conferencing to
familiarise them with product and processes as well as resolved
many guarantee specific issues. The feedback and knowledge
gathered through the interaction with MLIs should immensely
benefit further improvements in product and processes of the
scheme. The Trust also published an updated e-booklet on its
scheme, inter-alia, defining operational processes in detail and
FAQs for the benefit of its MLIs.

The Trust accords very high importance to improving service to its
MLIs on a continuous basis. Towards this end, the Trust introduced
its own toll-free number (1800-222-659) to enable its MLIs to
establish quick contact with the Trust. The initiative has been
largely appreciated by the MLIs and has helped the Trust in quickly
resolving MLI queries. The Trust also re-engineered certain
processes by automating few of the existing manual processes with
a view to significantly reduce the process time and avoidable paper
work, leading to better services to MLIs.

I am grateful to the Ministry of MSME, Govt. of India, the Reserve
Bank of India and the Small Industries Development Bank of India
for their valuable, timely and continuous support in the CGTMSE's
endeavor at creating an enabling environment for the MSE Sector. 1
would also like to express my appreciation for the co-operation
extended by the MLIs as well as all partner institutions of CGTMSE
for their dedicated efforts and support to upscale operations of
CGTMSE. I also compliment the CGTMSE team for its hard work and
dedication to reach newer milestones during the reporting year and
hope that we all will continue to strive for greater heights in the
future.

Corpus Fund of CGTMSE

The Corpus fund of the Trustis contributed by the
Government of India (Gol) and Small Industries
Development Bank of India (SIDBI) in the ratio of
4:1. The committed corpus of the Trustis¥ 2,500
Crore to be contributed by Gol (32,000 Crore) and
SIDBI (% 500 Crore). During FY 2016, the Trust
received ¥42.49 crore towards Corpus of which
Gol contributed ¥ 24.74 crore while SIDBI
provided X 17.75 crore to the Corpus taking the
aggregate amount of individual contributions to
% 1935.98 crore and ¥ 495.56 crore respectively.
AsatMarch 31,2016, the total Corpus of the Trust
was R 2431.54 Crore which formed 97.26% of the
committed corpus.

With the growing preference
of MLIs for CGTMSE cover and sharp increase in
the guarantee approvals, it is felt that the Corpus
would have to be suitably augmented urgently.
Necessary action in this regard has already been
initiated.

Member Lending Institutions (MLIs)

Consequent upon amalgamation of number of
Regional Rural Banks (RRBs) beginning FY 2012-
13 at the instance of Ministry of Finance, Govt. of
India, the total number of RRBs who had availed
guarantee cover from CGTMSE reduced from 73
to 66 by the end of current FY. These 66 RRBs
were individually required to re-register with
CGTMSE, as per its revised registration criteria,
for continuation of guarantee approval. During
the period under review, out of the 66 RRBs, 12
RRBs, who were complying with the revised
registration criteria, have been re-registered as

Average size ofloans covered

The overall average size of loans covered under
the scheme has significantly reduced to ¥ 3.88
lakh during FY 2016 from the corresponding
figure of ¥ 5.27 lakh in the previous year mainly
on account of lesser number of guarantee
applications received by the Trust from its MLIs
for the credit facilities over ¥ 50 lakh since the
share of MLIs in the risk in respect of these
guarantees has been increased by the Trust to
50%.

Claims Settlement & Closure

During FY 2015-16, 33,264 applications were
received for invocation of guarantee and
settlement of claims against the defaulting
borrowers against which guarantees have been
issued by CGTMSE and the guarantees were in
force. Out of the applications lodged earlier and
pending for settlement at the end of FY 2015 as
well as applications received during FY 2016,
claims in respect of 34,810 units have already
been settled mainly for the first installment
aggregating ¥ 1005 Crore. Cumulatively as on
March 31, 2016, claims in respect of 1472 units
have beenrejected for ¥ 98.46 Crore and claims in
respect of 354 units have been withdrawn by
MLIs for% 21.98 Crore.

Post claim settlementrecoveries

The post claim settlement recoveries registered
significant growth during FY 2015-16. The Trust
received ¥ 58 crore on this account as against
¥ 31 crore received during FY 2014-15. The

Advance funds from Office of Development

DC (Handlooms) had placed advance funds of ¥
82.50 lakh during the FY 2011-12 for meeting the
Guarantee Fee and Annual Service Fee for loans
extended by MLIs to the artisans in handloom
sector. The above amount of ¥ 82.50 lakh excludes
an amount of X 26.25 lakh received from DC(HL),
Ministry of Textiles, Government of India on
December 23, 2011 for enabling guarantee cover
for handloom weavers of mega clusters of
Varanasi and Murshidabad. As on March 31,
2016, CGTMSE had utilizedX 69.62 lakh out of the
% 82.50 lakh advance funds placed by DC (HL).

25th ACSIC Training Programme and 28th

During the year, CGTMSE hosted 25th ACSIC

Confederation (ACSIC) in Mumbai. The theme of
the programme was “Creating a Sustainable
Credit Guarantee Organisation”. In all 42
participants, including 33 delegates from 14
credit guarantee organisations from 10 member
countries of ACSIC, besides India, attended the
programme. The program'’s keynote address was
given by Shri M.V. Tanksale, Chief Executive
Officer, Indian Banks's Association. Total 14



presentations were made by the participating
countries revolving around the theme of the
programme. The discussions were very
meaningful and added value to the programme.

6.3 Study of CGTMSE by the Reserve Bank of India:

During the year, Reserve Bank of India (RBI)
conducted study of the functioning of CGTMSE.
The report of the study conducted by RBI, was
forwarded by the Ministry of MSME, Govt. of India
to CGTMSE for its response. While the impact
created by the Credit Guarantee Scheme of
CGTMSE in development of Micro and Small
Sector in India was appreciated, RBI suggested
number of measures to improve the long term
sustainability of the Trust. The suggestions
broadly included creation of regulatory
framework and internal control mechanism,
broad basing the sources of funds, risk mitigation
measures for long term sustainability of the
Trust, increasing the reach and extent of the
scheme and process improvements etc. The
CGTMSE has submitted its response to the Govt.
of India. Actions on certain suggestions made by
RBI on developing risk mitigation measures,
process improvements etc. have already been
initiated by the Trust.

7. Efforts made in developing sustainable credit
guarantee model:

7.1 The Trust aim at making its Credit Guarantee

Scheme a long term sustainable product. In this

direction, the Trust initiated following risk

mitigation measures:

7.1.1 The risk sharing by MLIs has been increased by
limiting the extent of guarantee to 50% for all the
credit facilities with higher deal size exceeding
% 50 lakh.
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7.1.2 The criteria for registration of Regional Rural

Banks as the Member Lending Institutions of
CGTMSE has been made more selective.

7.1.3 The Trust had adopted uniform pricing

structure for the last 15 years. However, in the
background of significant increase in the
number of NPAs marked in its portal by MLIs as
also steep increase in actual claim settlement,
the Trust introduced Differential Pricing
Mechanism duly factoring the NPA percentage
as recorded by MLIs with CGTMSE as also claim
payoutratio.

These
processes include, upgradation of NPAs,
passing on the recovery made by MLIs post
settlement of claims to CGTMSE. The MLIs have
appreciated these initiatives of the Trust. The
software development to automate few more
processes which are presently being handled
manually, is in progress and is expected to be
rolled outinearly FY 17.

Auditors

During the year, the Trust received Corpus
contribution from its settlers to the extent of
T 42.49 Crore. This, together with the corpus
contributions already received, and the net
income earned by the Trust so far, had been
invested in FDs of banks / institutions. The size
of the Corpus of the fund as on March 31, 2016
stood at ¥ 2,431.54 Crore. The total fund as on
March 31,2016 stood at% 4,328.30 Crore (net of
accrued interest) as against ¥ 4,529.08 Crore at
the end of the previous year. The refundable
Corpus as on March 31, 2016 is ¥ 4,811 Crore
after adding the accrued interest component.

c) Fixed Assets : Fixed assets have been stated at
cost less depreciation and Rate of depreciation is
taken at 100% on computer & software, furniture
and fixture, 50% on Electrical appliances and 20%
on Motor Car. Depreciation on fixed assets is
provided under the straight line method. If any,
assets used for less than 180 days in financial year,
then depreciation will be charged @50% of the
rate applicable to such assets.

d) Investments : Investments have been stated at
cost, accrued interest thereon. Investments
relating to Risk Sharing Fund (RSF) and fund
received from the offices of DC (Handloom) and
DC (Handicraft), Government of India have been
separately stated in the Balance Sheet.

e) Prior Period Adjustment : Expenses and income
pertaining to earlier / previous years are
accounted as prior period items.

f) Retirement Benefits : Retirement benefits are
provided by SIDBI for its employees on deputation
to the Trust and charged to revenue account
annually on reimbursementbasis.

g) Deferred Tax: Deferred tax has not been
recognized since there is no reasonable certainty
that future taxable income will be available
against which deferred tax assets can be realized
or deferred taxliabilities can be settled.

2. Cumulatively up to March 31, 2016, the Trust had
received 1,17,822 (PY. 80950) claim applications
from 81 Member Lending Institutions. The Trusthad
settled 98,272 (PY. 63,032) eligible claims for
32486.78 Crore (P.Y.¥1492.58 Crore) mainly towards
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first instalment. 46 applications were withdrawn by
MLIs. Additional information of security details /
subsidy amount, etc. called for in respect of few
claims had not been received and therefore claims
were temporarily closed. Ason March 31,2016,1027
(PY. 7238) applications were pending for settlement,
which have been disposed subsequently.

Over and above the provision for claims held the
Trust is contingently liable for guarantee given/
sanctioned in the event of non-performance of the
MSE for whose protection such guarantee is given/
sanctioned.

4. The Trustisavailing facility of staffand I T services
from SIDBI. As per the Memorandum of
Understanding entered into between SIDBI and the
Trust on October 04, 2001, the Trust paid service
charge @ 20% on the expenses incurred by SIDBI on
behalf of the Trust towards administrative expenses
directly attributable to the functioning of the Trust till
July 2009. However, with mutual decision, the same
was withdrawn w.e.f. August 2009.

5. The Trust pays 75% of the settled claim amount in
the first instance, leaving balance amount to be paid
after the compliances of prescribed legal procedures
by MLIs. In 725 cases (P Y 109 cases), subsequent
payment of 25% has been made. However in other
cases, the MLIs have yet to comply fully the legal
requirements making them eligible for the receipt of
the balance.

7. Taxation

7.1 Direct Taxation

The Trust was notified u/s. 10(23EB) of the Income
Tax Act, 1961 (“the Act”) by Finance Act 2002 w.e.f
01.04.2002 and accordingly the income of the Trust
was exempt u/s. 10(23EB) of the Act for a period of
five years commencing from Assessment Year (A.Y.)
2002-03t0A.Y.2006-07.

The Trust was registered u/s 12A of the Income Tax
Act 1961 and accordingly it had claimed the
exemption u/s 11 of the Act for A.Y. 2007-08 and A.Y.
2008-09. While claiming exemption for relevant
assessment years, the Trust had accumulated 85% of
its income to be spent on the objects of the Trust, in
terms of provisions of Section 11(2) of the Act.

The Finance Act, 2008 amended section 2(15) with
effect from 1-4-2008 i.e. A.Y. 2009-2010. Accordingly,
the Trust had not claimed the benefit of section 11
from A.Y. 2009-2010 onwards. However, the trust has
made claim of deduction of 15% u/s 11(1)(a) of the
Actduring the assessment proceedings.

The Director of Income Tax (Exemptions) - [DIT (E)]
had vide order dated 07.12.2011 held that the
activities carried out by the assessee trust are in the
nature of trade, commerce or business and referring
to the amended provisions of section 2(15) of the Act,
cancelled the registration granted u/s 12A to the
Trust with effect from A.Y 2009-10. The Trust had
preferred an appeal against this order before the
Income Tax Appellant Tribunal (ITAT) which has
been decided in favour of the Trust vide order dated
28.05.2014. Consequent upon restoration of
registration of the Trustu/s 12A of IT Act by the ITAT,
the DIT(E) has filed an appeal against the order of
ITAT in the High Court of Judicature at Mumbai in
November 2014.

While concluding the assessment proceedings for the
AY. 2009-10, the assessing officer (A.O.)passed the
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order u/s 143(3) wherein he disallowed the claim of
deduction of 15% u/s 11(1)(a) of the Act. Against the
said order, the Trust has filed an appeal before CIT(A)
which is pending for disposal. Subsequently, the
DIT(E) had passed order u/s 263 of the Act dated
27.03.2014 giving certain directions to the ld. AO to
frame the assessment afresh on the basis that the
registration granted u/s 12A of the Act to the trust
was withdrawn by the DIT(E) on 07.12.2011 w.e.f
assessmentyear 2009-10. Further, the AO passed the
order u/s 143(3) rw.s 263 of the Income Tax Act
dated 27.03.2015, thereby making an addition of ¥
94,38,84,008/- and ¥ 154,61,77,037/-, being the
amount accumulated under section 11(2) during AY
2007-08 and AY 2008-09 respectively and also made
an addition of ¥ 156,10,25,000/- being contribution
received towards corpus from the Settlors of the
Trust during the year by treating it as income on
account of voluntary contribution u/s 2(24)(iia) of
the Act 1961 and thereby raising a demand of %
306,66,43,175/-. Aggrieved by the order u/s 263, the
trust had preferred an appeal before ITAT. The
Hon'ble ITAT has allowed the trust's appeal and set
aside the order of DIT(E) vide order dated
11.09.2015. The AO has passed order giving effect to
the ITAT's order vide order dated 12.02.2016
determining Nil demand.

While concluding the assessment proceedings for the
AY 2010-11, the assessing officer has made an
addition of ¥ 94,38,84,008/- and ¥ 154,61,77,037/-,
being the amount accumulated under section 11(2)
during AY 2007-08 and AY 2008-09, respectively and
also made an addition of ¥ 166,41,00,000/- being
contributions received towards Corpus from the
Settlors of the Trust namely, Ministry of MSME,
Government of India (GOI) and Small Industries
Development Bank of India (SIDBI) during the year
on the reasoning that as the registration u/s. 12A of
the Trust was withdrawn by the DIT(E), Mumbai w.e.f.
AY.2009-10, the Trust is not eligible for any benefit of
section 11 of the Act. Against the said additions, the
Trust had filed an appeal before Commissioner of
Income Tax (Appeals). The CIT (A), vide order dated
28.07.2014 held that section 11 of the Act is
inapplicable for computation of income during the
year and dismissed the appeal holding that the
deductions contested therein are not allowable in
standalone manner. Aggrieved by the said order of
CIT (A), trust has preferred an appeal before the
Hon'ble ITAT which is pending for disposal. Against
the demand of% 1,74,67,65,531/- raised for A.Y 2010-
11, the Trust was directed by DIT (E) to make an
interim payment 0f¥41.61 Crore in 10 instalments by



March 2014, which was duly paid by the Trust. The
balance demand has been stayed by the ITAT pending
disposal of the appeal by the ITAT.

While concluding the assessment proceedings for the
AY.2011-12, the assessing officer in the order passed
u/s 143(3) made an addition of ¥ 250,00,00,000/-
being contribution received towards corpus from the
Settlors of the Trust during the year by treating it as
income on account of voluntary contribution u/s
2(24)(iia) of the Act 1961 and thereby raising a
demand of ¥ 102,96,29,441/-. Against the said
addition, the Trust has filed an appeal before CIT(A).
The Hon'ble CIT(A) has dismissed the appeal
following the order of CIT(A) for AY 2010-11.
Aggrieved by the order of CIT (A), trust has preferred
an appeal before the Hon'ble ITATwhich is pending
disposal. Out of the demand raised of X
102,96,29,110/-, the trust has paid ¥ 51,48,14,555/-
ininstalmentsupto 31.03.2015.

While concluding the assessment proceedings for the
A.Y. 2012-13, the assessing officer made an addition
of ¥ 2,22,50,000/- being contribution received
towards corpus from the Settlors of the Trust during
the year by treating it as income on account of
voluntary contribution u/s 2(24)(iia) of the Act 1961
and rejecting the claim of deduction u/s 11(1)(a) of
the Act and thereby raising a demand of
10,40,35,270/- which was rectified to ¥ 69,44,000/-
vide order dated 13.10.2015 passed u/s 154 of the
Act. Against the said addition, the Trust has filed an
appeal before CIT(A) which is pending for disposal.

While concluding the assessment proceedings for the
AY. 2013-14, the assessing officer has made an
addition of ¥ 42,77,50,000 being contribution
received towards corpus from the Settlors of the
Trust during the year by treating it as income on
account of voluntary contribution u/s 2(24)(iia) of
the Act 1961 and rejecting the claim of deduction u/s
11(1) (a) of the Act determining refund of %
10,48,59,600/- which has been adjusted against the
demand due for AY 2011-12. Against the said
addition, the Trust has filed an appeal before CIT(A)
whichis also pending disposal.

7.2 Indirect Taxation

The Directorate General of Central Excise
Intelligence, Chennai had vide show cause notice
dated 14.10.2014 had asked the trust to show cause
as to why Guarantee Fee and Annual Service Fees
received by the trust should not be considered as
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"Support service for Business or Commerce" under
Section 65(104c) read with Section 65(105)(zzzq) of
Finance Act, 1994 and demand of ¥ 79,68,11,936/-
plus interest u/s. 75 and penalty u/s. 76, 77 and 78
should not be raised for the period from FY 2009-10
till June 30, 2012. In response to the said show cause
notice, the trust has made its submission on
17.12.2014 and attended personal hearing on
17.04.2015. No order in this regard has been
received.

The assessee trust was selected for statutory audit
under Rule 5A of Service Tax Rules, 1994 for the
period from EY. 2010-11 to 2014-15. On the basis of
the observations of audit, Assistant Commissioner of
Service Tax, Mumbai has issued show cause notice
dated 18.04.2016 asking the trust to explain as to
why-

a) The activity of sharing of staff with M/s. SIDBI
should not be classified under "Business Support
Service" and Service Tax of ¥ 52,156/- along with
Interest u/s. 75 should not be demanded and
recovered;

b) Service Tax amounting ¥ 1,74,760/- along with
Interest u/s. 75 on the unutilized portion of advances
received from the Development Commissioner
should notbe demanded and recovered;

c) Interest u/s. 75 of Finance Act, 1994 on delayed
payment of Service Tax on adjusted portion of
advances received from the Development
Commissioner should not be demanded and
recovered;

d) Penaltyu/s.76 for failure to pay service tax within
prescribed time and penalty u/s. 78 for suppressing
and mis-declaring the taxable activities and true
nature and value of taxable services, with intend to
evade payment of Service Tax should not be
demanded and recovered.

The assessee trust has filed reply dated 19.05.2016 to
the said show cause notice and the hearing in the
matteris pending.

8. The Trust has obtained report of Actuary giving
estimate of liability on outstanding guarantees given.
Actuary has evaluated provision for such claims
evolving Regression Equation between claims lodged
& guarantees issued. On outstanding guarantee
amounts as on 31/03/2016 the additional provision
suggested by Actuary in his reportis¥ 1020.73 Crore.
